B. MINUTES – The September 30, 2006, minutes were reviewed.  It was moved by Lindsey Fine, seconded by Linda Nelson, that the minutes of the September 30, 2006, meeting be approved.  Motion carried unanimously.  
C. FIXED AGENDA ITEMS
1. Staff Report

· Enrollment for the 2006/07 school year as of November 29, 2006, is 3083.  The Home School Academy enrollment is 935, and the 9-12 Academy enrollment is 2148.  New student enrollment at this time is 1480.  This year, Visions students started school the day after Labor Day. 
· Donna Glenn was selected as the new Human Resource Manager.  

· San Juan Unified School District Board of Education and Visions explored the option of moving Visions to a district elementary school.  Results of a feasibility study showed that an elementary school conversion to meet Visions’ operational needs was too costly.
· Implementation of the new San Juan student data base system, Maximus, has been delayed until 2007.  

· The Advisory Board has three open positions: two positions for 9-12 Academy parent representatives, and one position for a Home School Academy parent representative.
2. Teacher Concerns
· Mindy Dosher, 9-12 Academy teacher representative, stated there were no 9-12 Academy teacher concerns reported at this time.  Lori Kimm, Home School Academy teacher representative, stated there were no Home School teacher concerns at this time.  Ms. Kimm stated that Home School teachers have been sharing concerns during the staff development day group meetings.
3. Classified Staff Concerns

· Linda Nelson stated there were no classified concerns at this time. 
4. Parent Concerns
· Lindsey Fine stated the following parent concerns: 
· Ability to order curriculum from non-vendors (e.g., biology lab items).  Vince Candido stated parents can contact Devona Blair or Daniel Ray in the Visions resource center to see if one of our vendors carries the same item the non-vendor carries.  
· In the future, will Visions offer higher level classes such as honors classes, Algebra 2, Calculus, etc.?  Mr. Candido stated staff is currently reviewing the need for higher level classes.  Students have the option to attend community college for higher level classes.
· Lindsey Fine expressed concern with projecting student work monthly and submitting verification forms each learning period. 
D. NEW BUSINESS

1. Instructional Services
· Jody Graf, Sue Oelke, and Shirley Boswell held Home School Academy Parent Forums to determine the need for classes and to gather input from parents in an effort to improve our model and delivery.

· Andy Vanden Akker, a Visions mentor teacher, is conducting exit interviews with parents who have withdrawn their student(s) from Visions.  This information will also be utilized when reviewing program needs and strengths.  

2. Community Outreach

· This November and December, Visions staff is participating in a canned food drive for Visions families.  Staff is also is participating in the Coats for Kids Drive sponsored by Channel 10.
